 Alarmed, Virginia! Grant 

 
The Appalachian Agency for Senior Citizens (AASC) was one of two 
organizations that received awards through a cooperative agreement from the 
U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention to implement the Virginia 
Department of Health, Division of Injury and Violence Prevention’s Get Alarmed, 
Virginia! smoke alarm installation and fire safety education program for 2006-
2007.  The AASC will receive $45,000 to implement projects in the local 
community between November 1, 2006 and September 29, 2007. 
 
The Appalachian Agency for Senior Citizens serves four rural counties in 
southwestern Virginia; Buchanan, Dickenson, Russell and Tazewell.  Agency 
staff will, by referral and appointment, install smoke detectors and provide fire 
safety education for their senior clients.
