SUBJECT: Injury Prevention Funding Opportunity

The Virginia Department of Health, Division of Injury and Violence Prevention (DIVP)
will allocate approximately $180,000 to fund unintentional injury prevention projects
between November 1, 2007 and May 31, 2008. They are seeking innovative prevention
projects that are geared for children and the elderly most at risk of injury-related
hospitalizations or deaths caused by poisoning, suffocation, drowning or falls. Project
proposals are due by 3 PM on October 10, 2007. Multiple awards of up to $15,000 for
each project will be made. Local health departments are not eligible for this funding.
